Elementary School Presentations – Students will work with a partner to organize a presentation that will be given to two (2) elementary school classes. The pair will give each elementary school teacher an evaluation (which will be provided) to be completed on each student. Each student is responsible for returning the two (2) evaluations for 10% of the final course grade. A brief version of the presentation will be given in class with ALL visual aids. 
ADPIE Presentation – Students will work with a partner to organize a presentation that will be given to one (1) audience of the group’s decision. The audience should include individuals who provide some type of dental care to other individuals (LPN’s, CNA’s, teachers, new parents-Lamaze class, coaches of teenagers who dip tobacco, homeless shelter employees, etc.) I am open to suggestions: just ask for approval first. The pair will give the observing organization representative an evaluation (which will be provided) to complete on each student. Each student is responsible for returning the one (1) evaluation for 5% of the final course grade. A SUMMARY of the ADPIE Target Population will be given in class. 
Quizzes:  There will be a quiz given on PowerPoint format during the first 10 minutes of each class covering the reading material for each session.  

It is the student’s responsibility to be in class and to take quizzes or tests when they are given.  Students who are absent on the day a pop quiz is given will receive a zero.  Students’ who miss a scheduled test or quiz due to an excused absence will be given two calendar days to schedule an alternate test with the instructor.  This will not be the same test or quiz given to the other student’s.  If the student does not make arrangements and take the alternate test in two calendar days, they will receive a zero.  Pop quizzes will be given during the first 10 minutes of class.  No makeup pop quizzes will be given.

A student may elect to appeal the assignment of the grade of “F” due to a non-academic hardship.  To appeal the grade of “F”, a student should submit a written appeal to the Vice President of Student Services within 7 days of the grade being assigned.

If the student is unable to complete the stated requirements due to non-academic occurrences beyond the students control the student may be given an Incomplete “I”.  The incomplete must be resolved to a letter grade, following the Student Handbook criteria, by the tenth school day of the following quarter.  Unresolved incompletes will become a letter grade of F at that time.

The student must complete this course with a minimum grade of “70” in order to continue in the dental hygiene program.  Failure to acquire a final course grade of <70 in an additional course will result in immediate review and dismissal from the dental hygiene program.  This course provides the foundation knowledge base in dental hygiene and cannot be remediated until the following academic year
According to the CGTC Student Handbook, any student caught in any form of dishonesty in academic or laboratory work will receive a zero (0) for that work. The second offense will be cause for removal from that class and/or the College.

Remediation consists of student/faculty interaction addressing the student’s deficiencies.  The instructor will develop a plan of remediation with the student.  It is the student’s responsibility to ask for remediation and complete the assigned work or tests.  The student must complete the assigned work or tests and achieve a minimum grade of 70 on a comprehensive course evaluation within the first three weeks of the following quarter.  If the student is unable to achieve a minimum grade of 70, he/she will be dismissed from the program.

The preferred form of communication with the instructor is through the CGTC student e-mail system. However, I am also available during office hours for course and program discussions. The CGTC e-mail system is the official form of college correspondence at CGTC.  E-mail will not be sent to any other e-mail system.  

Just as academic grades are important for students at Central Georgia Technical College, we also believe that it is extremely important to identify, evaluate, and encourage good work habits as an integral part of the instructional program.  A system is in place to evaluate “work ethics” in each occupational program, however, the grade is not a part of the grade point average of the student.  Work ethics grades are earned in each completed credit hour course and are included on the student’s permanent record and transcript.  The work ethics characteristics will include attendance, character, teamwork, appearance, attitude, productivity, organizational skills, communication, cooperation, and respect.  Studies show the reason 85% of persons lose jobs is that they lack good work habits rather than that they lack appropriate job skills.  Factors most often cited are tardiness and absenteeism, failure to follow instructions, and inability to get along with supervisors or fellow workers.  

The policy for the school is posted on the school web site.  However, the dental hygiene program has its own policy. Repeated absences will count against the final grade.  For instance: 1 absence is forgiven, 2 = -10, 3 = -20, 4= -25, 5 or more = F. Class participation is also expected and required.  Students who are 10 minutes tardy for class will be counted late. A student who is late 3 times = 1 absence. Students who are 15 or more minutes tardy for class will be counted absent. This is very unprofessional and disruptive to class.  It is the student’s responsibility to notify the instructor if they will be tardy or absent from this class.

No absences are excused.  Students are expected to be in class each day and are responsible for any work missed due to absences.  Documented military leave and jury duty absences will not be counted for dismissal purposes.  It is the student’s responsibility to provide documentation to the instructor prior to absences for military leave and jury duty.  Any student who is absent from a course for more than 20 percent or two times the number of class sessions in one week’s training of a class/program within one quarter will be dropped from the course, regardless of the reason for the absences.

All enrolled day students are required to attend at least one of the first two days of class to maintain assurance of enrollment for any assigned class.  All evening or night students are required to attend the first evening or night of class to maintain assurance of enrollment for any initial assigned class.  Students not meeting this requirement may be dropped from the class.

A total of three tardies will be counted as one absence.  To receive credit for attending a class, a student must be present at least two-thirds of the time scheduled.  Absence for more than one-third of the time scheduled will be counted as an absence from that class or program.

A prime consideration at Central Georgia Technical College is the health and safety of each student and employee of the College.  Safety instruction and practices are an integral part of each program.  Students are expected to follow departmental safety regulations at all times.  Students are not to use any equipment except under the supervision of the instructor.  Students are not permitted in classrooms or labs if supervision is not available.  Proper conduct is expected at all times.  An Operation and Safety Precautions for Model Trimmers will be signed by each student before operating the model trimmer in the lab.  An operation of curing light paper is given to each student before operating the curing light.

The Technical College System of Georgia guarantees employers that graduates of State Technical Colleges shall possess skills and knowledge as prescribed by State Curriculum Standards.  Should any graduate employee within two years of graduation be deemed lacking in said skills, that student shall be retrained in any State Technical College at no charge for instructional costs to either the student or the employer.

Sleeping in class cannot be tolerated.  If you are asleep, you are marked absent. 
Under school policy, cell phones, beepers, and any other communication devices must be turned off while in the class room. If for any reason they should go off in class, the student will be dismissed and marked absent.  Computers are to be used for assignments only, and not during class time, unless the entire class is involved in a project.  No games or internet during class.

Any student who registers for a course must either complete the course requirements or officially withdraw prior to the midterm date of the semester. To withdraw from one or more courses, the student must complete an official withdrawal form in the Registrar’s Office. A student should not assume that non-attendance constitutes official withdrawal. The published midterm date of the semester is the last date an official withdrawal form may be submitted to the Registrar’s Office. It is recommended that students see their academic advisor before withdrawing or dropping from a course(s) or from the college. A withdrawal or course drop made by the third day of the semester will incur no academic penalty or tuition/fee charges. For withdrawals after the third day of the semester, full tuition and fees will be assessed. Refer to the “Academic Standing” section regarding academic penalty.
